Plug another electrical device into the outlet to make sure it is working or turned on.
Power Plug is bad contact with the outlet.
Check the signal.
e No sound, picture OK
If no sound, do not mute or increase the sound volume.
Open the sound menu and adjust ‘Balance’.
Check if a headphone has been inserted in, if so, pull out the headphone.
e Abnormal picture
For no color or bad picture quality, you may:
1. Adjust the color option in menu settings.
2.Keep the TV at a sufficient distance from other electronic products.
3. Try another channel, maybe exit broadcasting signal problem.
